  Water Supply and Sanitation Program in China Supported by  Plan China 

Background


PLAN re-entered China in 1995 and established its office in Yanqing County, which is close to Beijing Municipality as a pilot PU. In 1999, in line with the Chinese government’s “Remake the West” initiative, PLAN China moved its headquarters to Xi’an, the capital city of Shaanxi Province in Northwest China, where poverty is a prominent issue in the rural area. Since then PLAN China has established a strategic partnership with the Women’s Federation of Shaanxi Province and expanded its programs in five counties in that province. PLAN China in Shaanxi now has 14180 SCs in the same amount of families in roughly 285 communities (villages), plus 4120 SCs in roughly 200 communities in Yanqing PU.

PLAN China is now working in 6 counties in China. In addition to Yanqing, its oldest PU, PLAN China is now focusing its work in the 5 PUs in Shaanxi Province, which are Pucheng, Chunhua, Yulin, Jiaxian and Xixiang, located in north, central and south of this province.

Since 1995, PLAN China has been Supporting Water Supply and Sanitation Program in China poverty counties to help  the rural population to get access to safe water. The projects also help improve hygiene by providing school and household latrines, and include health education programs.
