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RWSSP LAUNCHING SOON

The long awaited World Bank funded Rural Water Supply   and         Sanitation Programme (RWSSP) has been approved and its official   launching by the Tanzanian Government, (GoT) is scheduled towards the end of August 2002. According to the information obtained from the Project Coordinating Unit (PCU) in the Ministry of Water and Livestock Development (MoWLD), it is envisaged that by that time all initial processes such as procurement of goods and services for the project will have been finalised to permit   work on the ground to commence in September.

The project to start in three rural districts of Rufiji in Coast Region, Kilosa in Morogoro Region and Mpwapwa in Dodoma Region, is an IDA Credit to GoT totaling US $ 26 million. 

Contributions by GoT and                  user communities will bring the total figure to US $ 27.7 million. 

RWSSP is part of the first initiatives by the GoT through MoWLD to pilot the water sector reform strategies, which have been incorporated in the revised National Water Policy (NAWAPO). The programme will also be implemented in other nine districts of Kongwa, Kondoa, Igunga, Manyoni, Singida Rural, Iramba, Kiteto, Handeni and Morogoro Rural.

REVISED NAWAPO APPROVED

The Cabinet finally approved the 

revised National Water Policy (NAWAPO) on 22nd July 2002.             The revision of the policy, which started about three years ago, has been done through a multi-stakeholder consultative manner following national and international socio-economic policy reforms in the 1990s. The four key issues in the revised policy are: 


Demand Responsive Approach (DRA) principle leading to community ownership and management (COM) of water/sanitation facilities, 


Private Sector Participation (PSP), 


Integration of water supply and sanitation and 


Decentralization of service delivery from central government to district councils.

According to one of the AWEC 2002 resolutions, copies will be circulated to as many sector stakeholders as possible.

CALL FOR ACTION TO 

CONSOLIDATE WATER AND 

SANITATION IN PRSPs

Participants at the Sub-Saharan Africa Regional Workshop on Water Supply and Sanitation in Poverty Reduction Strategy held in Nairobi, Kenya from 17 to 19 June 2002 emphatically called upon African governments to revisit their Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers                (PRSPs) as to ensure water and sanitation sector is deservedly consolidated. The
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workshop, which brought together over 100 delegates from different Anglophone and Francophone African countries noted with concern that with the exception of Uganda, the sector is in most national PRSPs fragmented and dealt with as a cross-cutting   issue with weak poverty diagnostic. 

The workshop recommended the following five interrelated steps to ensure WSS sector is           effectively integrated in the PRSP process:


Strengthening WSS Poverty Diagnostic



Adopting Programmatic Approaches

Developing Sector Monitoring and Evaluation 

       Systems          

Institutionalization of Multi-stakeholder            

       Consultations.

A full report on the workshop objectives, proceedings and recommendations will be available soon from the Nairobi-based Secretariat. Workshop organizers were Water and

Sanitation Program-Africa (WSP-F), the African Economic Research Consortium (AERC), WaterAid, the Overseas Development Institute (ODI) and the World Bank Institute (WBI).

CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANISATIONS SPEAK OUT ON PRSPs

Representatives from NGOs and civil societies at the Nairobi Regional Workshop on WSS and Poverty reduction held from 17-19 June 2002, have voiced their concern over how some governments have not sufficiently utilized the vast experience and expertise of NGOs and civil societies involved in WSS sector in addressing the poor in as far as the initial development of their PRSPs was concerned. They stated categorically that the timing and manner in which PRSPs were developed in different countries were not adequately consultative. Hence in a statement made during the workshop the NGO        Caucus highlighted three major observations/recommendations as follows:


That it was the obligation of all of us to make a 
genuine commitment to poverty reduction through 
the PRSPs and really target the poor. Within the 
PRSP, water and sanitation, which are              
fundamental to poverty reduction, need to be     
prioritized;


That NGOs, with their understanding of poverty 
and their links with communities, could add value 
to a long-term partnership with governments and 
other stakeholders in the PRSP process; 


That in order to make this partnership work in the 
most effective way, capacity needs should be built 
in the areas of communications, information     
sharing, and the creation of dialogue opportunities 
for communities and other stakeholders and, the       
re-sourcing of these different networks.

WATERAID AND ODI SPEARHEAD       ADVOCACY FOR STREAMLINING WSS IN PRSPs 

WaterAid and the Overseas Development Institute (ODI) are jointly undertaking a two-phase study of the PRSPs in five African countries to identify general and specific WATSAN issues requiring policy and institutional reform advocacy strategy at national and international levels. The project being funded by DFID include case studies from Uganda, Kenya, Malawi, Zambia, and Madagascar. 

Participants to a two-day workshop in Nairobi from 20 to 21st June 2002 reviewed and approved the country case studies (CCS and formulated phase II plans. Phase II involved drawing up in country and international plans for advocacy and dissemination, capacity building, alliance and network building.

WSP-AF TO CONDUCT COMPARATIVE STUDY ON SANITATION SITUATION IN SIX AFRICAN COUNTRIES

The Nairobi based Water and   Sanitation Program-Africa     (WSP-AF) has embarked on a study in six Sub-Saharan African      countries to assess factors that have, in the past, influenced households choices of sanitation technologies and excreta re-use. The study aims at identifying success and unsuccessful stories about past   sanitation interventions the result of which would serve as lessons for future interventions.

Countries earmarked for this study are Tanzania, Uganda, Ghana, Zimbabwe, Kenya and Ethiopia.

NATIONAL HAND PUMP TECHNOLOGY STRATEGY REQUIRED

The Ministry of Water and       Livestock Development in          collaboration with the             Shinyanga-based Domestic Water Supply Programme and UNICEF organized a two-day workshop from 29 to 30 April 2002 to         formulate a national hand pump technology strategy. Over 70       participants attended the workshop from public and private sectors   including representatives from UNICEF, ministries of Finance, Health, Community Development, Women Affairs, and Children, 
MoLD. Others were from       WATSAN projects and              programmes, local and international NGOs, manufacturers and distributors of hand pumps and spare parts. 

The workshop, which was            facilitated by WATSANET, made several recommendations that would form a basis for MoWLD to develop a workable action plan. However, the most crucial          recommendation was for the      ministry in collaboration with the Tanzania Bureau of Standards and local manufacturers to spearhead the process of establishing        transparent national guidelines on the quality control and              specifications of hand pumps and spare parts in use all over the    country. 

The workshop also emphasized the need for MoWLD to carry out a nationwide inventory of hand pumps, which would make it     possible to determine ways and means of mitigating any           shortcomings in the future. MoWLD through WATSANET will distribute a full report including an action plan resulting from the workshop recommendations soon. 

DHV AWARDED ANOTHER 4-YEAR CONTRACT TERM IN SHINYANGA REGION

The Netherlands and Tanzania Governments have concluded an agreement with DHV           Consultants to provide capacity building advisory services to     Shinyanga Region Rural Water Supply and Sanitation Programme. The programme, which is being          implemented within the framework of the newly revised NAWAPO, takes off on 1 July 2002. 

Throughout the four-year term DHV will be expected to support districts and the Regional Consultancy Unit (RCU) in making sure that they can   sufficiently support communities in implementing water and sanitation activities. The programme will build on the good experiences      resulting from the                             just ended Domestic Water Supply User Group approach to                     community-based management of water and sanitation facilities.

WATSANET RESOURCE CENTRE FOLLOW UP

WATER AFRICA 2002 SUB-SAHARA

EXHIBITION

Water Africa 2002 Sub-Sahara Exhibition was staged in Tanzania on 29-31 May 2002. Even though this was the 11th Water Africa event, it was the first time for the event to be held in the country since the beginning of the series back in 1993. 
In his opening address to the Conference participants, the Minister for Water and Livestock Development, Hon. Edward Lowassa (MP) whose ministry collaborated with ACE Event Management of United Kingdom in organizing the conference in the city of Dar es Salaam, expressed his hope on the proceedings and fruitful outcome of the conference. With the theme of the conference being The Role of Private Sector and NGOs in the Water Sector Development, the Minister hoped too that there was going to be serious discussion on the sector concurrent to technical and technological issues whose outcome would include among others, suggestions to implementable solutions, which would help to attract more investment in the sector for the    development of the water industry not only in Tanzania but throughout the continent.

The event had two components in its total coverage, presentation of papers and exhibition. For the two, the Conference drew experts in the water and sanitation sector from many countries as well as within Tanzania. Therefore there was a wide range of sharing               experiences on the sector at international level.  

Most of the paper presented focused on two main      subjects:

1.
The role of the private sector and other      stakeholders in the sector in the move towards a sustainable water supply structure, particularly in rural areas.
2.
The technology of supplying water to       communities and or industries.
On the first subject, the participants contributed greatly and still others went on to request elaborations on some areas from the presenters.

As for the second subject, much was to be            supplemented at the exhibition stands as a good    number of presenters had come with dual status, that of paper presenter and exhibitor.

The colorful exhibition in the sense of facilities/equipment that were being exhibited and the level at which it was being conducted, i.e., international level based on international standards, gave participants the chance to observe the latest equipment and services in the fields of water supply, waste water treatment, pollution control and flood control. The exhibitors who came from various countries fell into the following categories:

1.
Surface Water Development

Under this category, there were Contractors of dams, Pumping stations, Canal and pipe networks. These exhibited mechanical equipment, construction plants, etc.

2.
Ground Water Development

The stands of those under this category had the following for the event; drilling rigs, submersible borehole pumps, well screen and linings, hand pumps, solar and wind pumps, Geophysical investigation services and equipment, etc. (The Drilling and Dam Construction Agency), DDCA, PLASCO Ltd., TANIRA Ltd., Davis and Shirtliff Ltd., TWSS Ltd., which are all but local companies, were there and featured well in terms of materials exhibited.

3.
Indoor Water Supply

Pipes, fittings and accessories were            exhibited. Pumps, water tankers, meters, etc, with colorful journals on household water wares for the toilette, kitchen etc, were all there for 

participants' digestion both as guide and a view of technology advancement.

4.
Water treatment

Equipment for aeration and agitation, filtration and media, disinfection and                     chemicals sludge-handling and those for   water quality testing were exhibited by different exhibitors from different countries.

5.
Water storage 

Companies proficient in the area displayed facilities for water storage such as reservoirs and tanks, lining systems to curb leakage.

6.
Wastewater treatment and transportation (sewerage and urban drainage)

Participants had the opportunity to observe different states of the art in treating       wastewater, its transportation and disposal. How urban drainage could best be done was one area in wastewater transportation and disposal. Sewer and pipe systems and associated manholes and drains, etc, models and briefings from experts made it easy for many participants to understand the problems caused by poor drainage and their respective solutions. 

7.
Irrigation and agricultural drainage

Exhibitors came up with a range of methods of irrigating farms, from irrigation canals, traveling and center-pivot irrigators, sprinkler systems, drip systems to drainage pipes to mention but a few.

8.
Consulting services

Consulting services offered by different     organizations/companies were being          explained to the participants each based on the area the exhibitors mastered but the main thing was the fact that all of them had    something to do with water.

So ended the one-day event, which really proved to one of its kind taking into consideration that it was being held for the first time in Tanzania. It worth  noting here that the participants who were Water  sector Engineers, Managers, Scientists, Technicians and administrators as well as Industrial Executives responsible for Water supply and Pollution control, and Non-governmental organizations in the sector, representatives of foreign aid 

and funding 
agencies, Consulting Engineers and other experts from all over the world.

DAR CITY SITTING ON AN EPIDEMIC BOMB

In order to make ends meet, many people in the city of Dar have been, for sometime now, engaging themselves in a number of income generating activities, not thought of in the past. This is good news as people have to work and hard too. 
However the activities conducted, are not conducted in the manner they ought to be. The central issue is hygiene in relation to the income generating activities, and the one principal activity is fast foods served on pushcarts.  The food is mostly served in the evening just when dusk falls, and is served on site and some people take it home. The customers are many, including Daladala touts and drivers, secondary school students, and many others and the food served include burgers, egg chops, meat chops, samosas, meat rolls, juice, etc.

It does not need a closer eye for one to observe the following;

1.
The pushcart stable (or deck) on which food is served is not clean, it is always littered with straws, dirty water from the washing of serving materials, soft drink stoppers, food drop outs and what not,
2. The glass framed containers in which snacks like    burgers, doughnuts, egg chops, etc, are stored, are full of dirty marks, and are not properly closed   especially when a big number of customers happen to be at one cart at a time, 

3.  The glasses which are used to serve  customers  with juice, are not properly washed. The attendant just dips them in old water. Take one out to serve a customer, no soap no scrubbing of the same before they are used to serve other customers,
4.
One wonders about the juice, which is served in a variety of high concentration of food colours, no doubt to attract the customer, is the water used to prepare it safe? What about the ice blocks!

5.
The last thing, just to shorten the list, are the service providers themselves; in fact they do not observe personal hygiene, which is very important in a business of this kind. The hands are in poor hygiene condition; the same applies to the clothes, as they do not have relevant attire for the job.

Mwenge commuter bus station is hygienically poor despite the rehabilitation done last year. Come rain the place is full of stagnant storm water as the drains are clogged and the water takes with it all the waste matter on the ground thrown haphazardly, including plastic bags, pieces of fabric, you name it. Come sunshine, the same place is all dust. But business goes on.

One may argue by saying that people have been enjoying the service for quite sometime now and there has been no single case of cholera or eruption of any epidemic diseases. Mwenge bus station has been selected because it is the place where the business is prominent; this means that the same is conducted in other areas as well.

Watsanet advocates that, we should not wait to witness an eruption of any epidemic diseases emanating from the above situation, preventive measures need be taken now. While we advocate on the importance of having proper sanitation facilities, proper solid waste management, and access to safe water, we should not overlook the existing situation in other areas of the environment.
